Halima Khatun lives with his family in camp 14 block
B-4. He has 3 brothers and 2 sisters. His siblings are
reading in COAST Foundation’s Marigold learning
center next to their house. So, he must stay alone at
home during learning center time as her mother
does other work at home. So, he does not get any-
one to play with. One day Pen ECD Center’s facilita-
tors came to their house from next to their house,
informed his mother about COAST ECD center to
teach children like Sahed. There they are taught
through sports, poetry, rhymes, songs, stories etc.

After launching the ECD intervention on 24th July, 2022 we
have faced various challenges like; learners were less pre-
sent, parents were less aware of the importance of general
education, learners were not present on time, community
people did not understand the importance of ECD centers,
learners duplicated with learners from other organization’s
centers etc.

To overcome the chaIIenges an ECD orientation was orga-
nized on 23th August,

with his friends, reads poetry, and listens to stories.
He is always clean. Now he is used to wear new
clothes, eats properly, smiling, listens to parents
wash hand before and after eating. It does not cause
diseases like dysentery frequently. Parents are very
happy to see the change in their son. They feel that
they will benefit a lot from the home-based learning
provided by the COAST Foundation for the children.
They welcome such initiative of COAST Foundation.

After receiving the orientation the community leaders and
religious leaders get a proper understanding of ECD activi-
ties, objectives and the importance of general education.
Community people are now aware about maintaining the

time schedule of ECD center. The community Ieaders as well
as the religious leaders ' '
visit ECD centers fre-
qguently. They advise
learners to presentin
the center on time.
They also visit the hous-
es of learners who are

not present in time. The
parents come together with their children during the time of
coming to the center.
