The course methodology will be primarily facilitated by Mr. Rezaul Karim Chowdhury,
who brings over four decades of experience in civil society mobilization and training
across local, national, and international platforms. Mr. Sohel Igbal, Ph.D., will contribute
with his strong academic grounding in advocacy theories and their evolution. Mr. Igbal
Uddin and Mr. Abarul Islam are emerging activists with rich experience in community
mobilization, networking, and evidence-based advocacy, particularly through research
and social media tools. Mr. Abarul will specifically lead sessions on the technical aspects
of using social media for advocacy and influencing.

Participants are required to bring a laptop and a smartphone, as these are essential for
the technical training sessions, particularly on short video creation for advocacy.
